RE: Middle States Decennial Review Organization
and Self-Study Design/Format

As you know, each decennial the University community engages in an intensive
18-month long process of self-reflection and prepares a Self-Study document for the Middle
States Commission on Higher Education as one of the requirements for continuing regional
accreditation. The next decennial Self-Study Report is due to Middle States on October 1, 2002,
in preparation for a site visit in the Spring of 2003 (see letters at Attachment A). Dr. George
Santiago, Jr., the Executive Associate Director of the Commission on Higher Education who
serves as our Middle States liaison, will visit the University in April 2001 (see itinerary at
Attachment B) to review our plans for the Self-Study process, meet with Faculty and
administrators involved in the review process, and offer advice and guidance. In accordance
with Middle States rules, Dr. Santiago has requested that we provide him a copy of our
organization and design prior to his visit.

The University Officers have asked us to serve as Co-Chairs of the University-wide
Middle States Steering Committee for the University, and we are writing to you to initiate the
Self-Study process and provide guidance on the organization, design and format the University
will follow. We also include a preliminary timeline for planning purposes.

Self-Study Organization

The overall effort will be coordinated by the University-wide Self-Study Steering
Committee, with representatives from the Administration, Faculties of the campuses, students,
alumni, community representatives and trustees. Campus Accreditation Review Committees
(with representation on the University-wide Steering Committee) will oversee and coordinate the
self-study processes for the respective campuses. The three residential campuses will conduct
and prepare individual Self-Study reports, while the three regional campuses will conduct
separate reviews but prepare a consolidated Self-Study report. The College of Pharmacy will be
included in the Brooklyn Campus review and report, and the Friends World Program will be
included in the Southampton College process and document. A University-wide Overview will
